Windmill members enjoy the unique advantage of reciprocal access to Windmill Sister Clubs
using the following guidelines:

FOUR WAYS TO PLAY

Enjoy reciprocal golf at Windmill Sister Clubs using one of the following options.

1) Advance Ballot Tee Times
2) Last Minute Tee Times

3) Windmill Rates

4) Windmill Passes

PLAYING WINDOWS

The following playing windows apply to all FOUR WAYS TO PLAY. Should a booking be made

outside of a playing window (ie: before 2:00 pm on weekends or holidays), the Member-Guest
rate shall then apply.

e Monday - Friday - play anytime
e Saturday, Sunday & Holidays - play after 2:00pm

e Carts - Optional at Mickelson National, Hamptons and Springbank Links.
- Mandatory at Heritage Pointe
- Mandatory fee at Bearspaw (walking or riding).

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FOUR WAYS TO PLAY SISTER CLUBS

(MICKELSON NATIONAL, THE HAMPTONS, HERITAGE POINTE, SPRINGBANK LINKS)

. ADVANCE BALLOT

e Reciprocal tee times are assigned through a ballot system managed by:
concierge@windmillgolf.com

e Members receive a no charge green fee with a successful advance ballot booking.

e Tee times may be requested 7-13 days in advance through the reciprocal ballot form located
on your Home Club website.

« Ballots are to be submitted by 6:00 pm Monday for play the following Monday - Sunday.
« Ballot times are tracked and rotated fairly so all members may enjoy reciprocal play.

. LAST MINUTE TEE TIMES
e Members receive a no charge green fee with bookings made the same day as play.

e A Last Minute Tee Time may be used a total of two times per calendar week between
all clubs.

* Bookings: Must be made on the same day of play directly with the host club, by
phone or online.

. WINDMILL RATES

¢ \When a tee time inside the Reciprocal Playing Window is not booked through an Advance
Ballot or a Last Minute Tee Time, a discounted Windmill Rate applies.

» Bookings: Up to five (5) days in advance directly with the host club, by phone or online.

WINDMILL RATE TABLE

*Windmill Rates are discounted off regular posted rates.

4. WINDMILL PASSES

 Primary Members receive six (6) complimentary Windmill Passes valid for two (2) rounds of
golf at each Sister Club.

* Bookings: Up to five (5) days in advance directly with the host club, by phone or online.

* Exception: If a Home Club Member invites a Primary Member from a Sister Club for guest
play, a Windmill Pass may be used prior to 2:00 pm on a weekend or holiday.

e These passes may be used by the member or their accompanied guest
* Windmill Passes are loaded onto each Primary Member's profile and deducted as used.
* Unused passes do not carry forward.

e A Windmill Pass is not valid for use at Bearspaw.
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BEARSPAW RECIPROCAL PROGRAM
(2024 AFFILIATE CLUB)

We are happy to again have Bearspaw Golf Club as a reciprocal partner through our affiliate
club program. Reciprocal benefits and procedures are different than the Windmill Sister
Clubs and are outlined below.

HOW TO PLAY BEARSPAW

PRIMARY, SPOUSE and INTERMEDIATE MEMBERS EACH RECEIVE:

¢ One (1) complimentary, 18-hole round of golf per calendar month from May to October
(6 total rounds).

* Rounds: Are for the benefit of each individual member to enjoy. Rounds are not interchangable
between members or transferable.

e Bookings: Up to three (3) days advanced booking, directly through Bearspaw's Pro Shop by
phone only at, 403-239-7444 ext 1. The Bearspaw online tee sheet is for public players only
and not to be used for making a reciprocal booking.

o Cart Fee: A $27.50 per person cart fee is required upon check-in and applies whether
walking or riding.

 Cancellations and No-Shows: Tee times canceled within 24-hours or abandoned will be
charged the cart fee(s). Note: Multiple late cancellations will result is a loss of Bearspaw
reciprocal privileges.

* Juniors: Receive Bearspaw'’s Junior rate within their Junior playing window.
e Guests: Receive Bearspaw's Member-Guest rate.

» Tracking: Each round will be recorded as used. Should a complimentary round not be used
within it's month, it is lost and forfeited.

e Term: The Bearspaw Reciprocal Program is valid when Bearspaw and the member's Home
Club are both open for play during the 2024 season.

¢ Proof of Identification: Photo ID and Home Club member account number may be required
at check-in.
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NOTES & DEFINITIONS

Adjustments: As per the Membership Plan, this Reciprocal Program may be amended or
modified from time to time.

Booking Notes: Windmill Rates are determined by the original date of booking.

Cancellations & Fees: Any booking cancelled within 24-hours is subject to a Cancellation Fee.
If a member no-shows for a tee time, the Windmill Rate shall be charged. Under no
circumstances can a booking, made through any means, be "dropped 'n' swapped" for a Last
Minute Tee Time. Violators will lose Reciprocal privileges.

Carts: Are mandatory at Heritage Pointe, optional at Mickelson National, Hamptons and
Springbank Links. At Bearspaw, a fee of $27.50 per person is required, whether riding or walking.

Concierge Service: Reciprocal ballots are handled via the Windmill Concierge. Please direct any
questions to: concierge@windmillgolf.com.

Eligible Members: 2024 Primary Members who have purchased a full membership are
eligible for the reciprocal golf program. Thereafter, Spouse and Intermediate members become
eligible with payment of their 2024 annual dues.

Home Club: The Club chosen to be your Home Club via agreement with the Club’s
Membership Plan. A Member’'s Home Club is where a Member shall play the majority of
his/her golf and participate in member events.

Juniors: Must be the son or daughter of a full Member and are subject to the Junior
rates and Junior playing windows at the club being played.

Passholder Pass & Windmill Pass Summary:

- Passholder Pass: Members who elected the Passholder dues option receive a limited
amount of passes (40) for this season. These passes are to be used whether golf is played
at a member's Home Club or a Sister Club. When playing a Sister Club the passes are only
valid for the Primary Member, however they may be used for guest play at a Home Club.

- Windmill Pass: These passes, two (2) per Sister Club, are provided to full Primary
members and feature a 5- day booking window (see page 2 for details). Windmill Passes
are loaded onto the Primary Member's profile and may be used by the Primary and a guest
at a Sister Club if desired.

- Passholder Carts: A cart is included only at a Member's Home Club. The Sister Clubs
provide a discounted cart rate of $20/person for Passholder members.

- Passes (Windmill or Passholder Passes) are not valid or required at Bearspaw Golf Club.

Playing Season: Full reciprocal golf is available to members when their Home Club is open. If
a Home Club is closed in a shoulder season, the Advance Ballot and Last Minute Tee Time
options discontinue, however Windmill rates and Windmill Passes are still valid.

Practice Facilities: Driving ranges and practice areas may be used for warm-up when
associated with a round of golf at a Sister Club. A member's Home Club shall be used for

independent practice.
